Assistant Priest 

And just then there appeared a 

woman with a spirit that had 

crippled her for eighteen years. 

When Jesus saw her, he called her 

over and said, “Woman, you are set 

free from your ailment.”          

Luke 13, 11-12. 

There she was, bent over, quite unable 
to stand straight.  What was the cause 
of her distress?  According to 
tradition, Luke was a doctor, but he 
offers no explanation that sounds 
remotely medical.  Instead, he says a 
spirit crippled her, and Jesus seems to 
accept that explanation. 

He is challenged for healing her on the 
Sabbath, and throws the challenge 
back at his accusers:  dare they refuse 
to release her from the bondage Satan 
had imposed on her for eighteen long 
years? 

Throughout his career, by word and 
by action, Jesus taught that his 
Father’s will was the well-being of 
everyone. 

To oppose this will of the Father was 
the work of Satan.  All kinds of 
unlikely allies helped Satan in that 
work.  One was an over-strict and over
-literal application of the law designed 
to keep the Sabbath day holy.  As 
we’ve heard, Jesus had no patience 
with that kind of thinking.  “The 
Sabbath was made for humankind, not 
humankind for the Sabbath.”  And 
gave the suffering woman his supreme 
gift, freedom. 

Well, we may say, that’s all very 
interesting as a bit of ancient history, 

but what has it to do with us?  We’re 
far too advanced to believe in 
malicious spirits, and we’ve stopped 
worrying about keeping the Sabbath 
holy years ago. 

But are we free? 

The past is a foreign country, said L.P. 
Hartley. True, and we have all been 
there.  What baggage do we carry from 
our past?  Does it weigh us down? Or 
does it help us cope with today’s 
burdens, help us face the future? 

One cannot be sure, but our own 
feelings and frank discussion with 
people we trust seem to show that 
nothing weighs us down quite so 
heavily as a sense that we once 
suffered an injustice. 

Maybe it originated within the family, 
and that can be hardest of all to 
accept; long suppressed resentment of 
perceived victimisation may surface 
today as the urge to dominate others. 

Or it may be that a post or prize one 
applied for went to a candidate who 
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Parish News 

was clearly weaker.  Or the 
organisation which we served loyally 
for years failed to support us when, 
through no fault of ours, we could no 
longer perform as we once did. 

Unaddressed, resentments like these 
can blight a life as surely as the life of 
the crippled woman was blighted in 
Luke’s story. 

But there is a word of freedom, and 
Jesus has spoken it.  The Cross, which 
is the symbol at the heart of our faith, 
is the starkest sign in history of 
brutal injustice willingly endured.  
Endured and overcome.  Jesus shares 
the worst that we can inflict upon one 
another, and assures us that in the 
end it must give place to God’s love.

Whitbourne Church is to receive 

£100,000 for urgent roof repairs 

The District Church Council 
successfully applied for the grant 
through the Government-funded 
Listed Places of Worship: Roof Repair 
Fund. 

Urgent repairs to the Nave and 
Chancel roofs are necessary to 
reinstate the failing clay tiles. There 
have been leaks over the last few 
years at various locations and in 
particular one serious one above the 
organ. Our church architect has 
confirmed that retiling is now well 
overdue if damage to the Tudor roof 
is to be avoided. We have experienced 
greater numbers of tiles falling each 
year which has also become a serious 
hazard.  

Jerry Cummins, Chair of the DCC, 
says “We are delighted to have been 
successful in securing the maximum 
grant possible. Church is at the very 
centre of our community and we 
must do everything we can to secure 
what is a very important part of our 
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local and national heritage. This is yet 
another example of how our fantastic 
community have worked tirelessly to 
maintain and improve our buildings. 
Much work will be necessary to bring 
this project to fruition and it is a 
great relief that the funding for such 
an essential element of the building 
has now been secured.” 

The DCC also acknowledges a 
wonderfully generous grant towards 
the same purpose of £10,000 from a 
local Trust. Taken together, these two 
grants cover all but £417 of the 
estimate for current roof repairs.

Annette  

So here we are again, after 19 years. 

I have a vivid memory of almost danc-
ing with relief and pleasure on the 
forecourt of the rectory in 1997 be-
cause we had landed David and An-
nette at last. 

It proved a providential appointment, 
right for them and right for us. 

40 or 50 years ago there was a lively 
debate in the Church about when was 
the better time to train a man for the 
priesthood – straight after university 
or college, or after he’d had a job in 
the world ?  As you know, David fell 
into the second category. 

And what a job – chef in a major Lon-
don hotel!  The pace, the pressure, 
the tension, the heat (physical and 
personal), the foul language, the 
abuse of food, the constant physical 
danger.  The B.B.C. should run a docu-
mentary on it. 

David not merely coped, but reacted 
in a way that made him question our 
place in 
God’s 
world. 

He be-
came a 
Francis-
can, and 
at St. 
Botolph’s 
Church in 
the city 
helped 
prepare 
Christmas 
dinner for 
hundreds 
of the needy. (Harvest supper at Whit-
bourne? No problem.) 

Just under 25 years ago David and 
Annette were married, and no-one

who has been at all close to them in 
their time at Whitbourne can doubt 
what a blessing that was.  Our affec-
tion and admiration for them both is 
a response not only to their ministry 
among us but to their gift for a spe-
cial kind of parenting. 

Their next move was to Mirfield in 
Yorkshire, to the Community of the 
Resurrection, where David was 
trained for ordination.  Mirfield is a 
famous house which teaches a very 
high doctrine of the priesthood. 
David recalls that the lectures were 
dauntingly tough, delivered by men 
like Tom Wright, Barnabas Lindars 
and Rowan Williams.  The way to 
cope was to remember T.S. Eliot’s dic-
tum that instant understanding is not 
the most important thing; 
the essential thing is the 
excitement in the mind, 
the Yes ! 

At last, after serving his 
curacy in Leicester, David 
and Annette reached 
Whitbourne, the promised 
land. 

Now they are to leave us.  
The parish, in a number 
of ways, is not as it was 
when they arrived. 

Perhaps the most encour-
aging development has 
been the emergence of 
the local ministry team, 
which would never have 
happened without David’s 
active support.   

Less heartening is the 
news that the Diocese is 
thinking of “suspending 

presentation” to our greater parish 
(while re-organisation of local par-
ishes is considered) and this means 
that this interregnum is likely to be 
even longer than the one which pre-
ceded David’s arrival. 

So, please, your patience and your 
prayers for the local ministry team 
and for me.  Doiran Williams

Last month Mike Tobin asked about trout in Whitbourne Brook.   

Roger Clarke replies “Although you may not have any sightings of trout in Whitbourne 

Brook since 2002, you asked if anyone had any fresher news to raise your hopes.  I can 

confirm that they do still survive in the brook in sustainable numbers and have seen 

evidence each and every year over the past 20 years. Some are quite small at around 6 

inches long; only last week I saw one around 10 inches and weighing around 3/4 of a 

pound.

Also, Kate Lack writes ‘”I am certainly no fisher, but I do know that there is not only a 

family of kingfishers on this stretch of the Brook this year, but otter spraint has also 

been identified.

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Patronal Festivals and 

the Parish Cross  

Each of the four active churches in 
the greater parish of Whitbourne has 
a patron saint. 

On a certain day each year we cele-
brate that saint.  On that day the 
other three churches hold no services.  
The idea is that the whole of the 
greater parish supports the church 
holding its patronal festival.  We all 
come together to give thanks for the 
history and the continuing witness of 
that church.  In this way each congre-
gation in the greater parish expresses 
its solidarity with every other congre-
gation, in mutual encouragement and 
support. 

And something else happens.  When 
we worship in a church we don’t 
think of as our own (here or abroad), 
we become aware afresh of the wealth 
of our inheritance as Christians.  The 
symbol of 
that wealth is 
the Cross. 

About twenty-
five years ago 
the remains 
of a very an-
cient cross 
were uncov-
ered at Here-
ford. Bishop 
John Oliver 
read that as a 
sign that the 
whole diocese 
should think 
once more 
about what 
the Cross 

means for us.  As a first step, each 
parish was invited to make its own 
cross.  Bob Colby, our then Rector, 
himself made our own parish cross, 
and began the custom of passing it 
from one church to another at each 
patronal festival. 

So there it is, the starkest sign in his-
tory of brutal injustice willingly en-
dured.  Endured and overcome.  Jesus 
shares the worst that we can inflict 
upon each other, and assures us that 
in the end it must give place to God’s 
love.

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Harvest Festivals and 

Refugees 

This year our Harvest Festivals will be 
held at the services in October, with 
Whitbourne having theirs at the Fam-
ily Communion at 10am on October 
2nd . For the last few years any dona-
tions at the Harvest Festivals have 
been given to the food bank. The 
good news is that the food bank is 
hardly used at the moment and does 
not need our support. The LMDG 
team have agreed that any donations 
will be given to the refugee camps in 
Northern France. Our son David Bland 
has recently visited one of the camps 
and wrote the following telling of his 
time there. 

“Since last autumn I’ve been involved 
with helping people in Herefordshire 
and Worcestershire respond to the 
refugee crisis across Europe and the 
Middle East. For various reasons the 
major charities are unable to work in 
the refugee camps so small organisa-
tions and individuals have stepped up 
to the mark to help. 

For my most recent trip to the camps 
in northern France I travelled over to 
Calais with a van jammed full of the 
most needed items of aid collected in 
Leominster and Malvern. There was 
food, spices, cooking pots, blankets, 
sleeping bags, clothes and cricket 
bats and pads. On arrival at the ware-
house in Calais and after the morning 
briefing the van was unloaded and 
the various volunteer teams got to 
work sorting, checking and preparing 
our donations for distribution. 

I joined the dry food team, as I’d 
worked with them before and they 
asked me to help them again. 

The dry food team aims to give each 
family in the camps around Calais a 
parcel of food each week which they 
can use to make a couple (or more) 
meals themselves, without having to 
queue for cooked food brought in by 
one of the other teams. The challenge 
for the dry food team is to make 
batches of 200-400 near identical 
food parcels out of the donated food 
and supplies purchased with cash 
donations. About 700 parcels are 
made each day! We had to stop early 
as there was no milk left to complete 
them all. I spent the rest of the day 
on the phone to get approval from 
my fellow trustees to agree to pay for 
a new pallet of milk for the morning. 
It had been a long day (I left Leomin-
ster at 23.00 the night before) so it 
was off to my hotel for a very long 
sleep! 

Next morning started with a trip to 
the cash & carry to buy milk – 864 
litres for 500 Euros - then back to the 
warehouse to pack more parcels until 
the milk was all gone by early after-
noon. I then spent the rest of the af-
ternoon with the distribution team in 
the camp. Each area of the camp re-
ceived their food on different days. 
Some team members go from tent to 
shack distributing tickets that the 
residents can then exchange for a 
food parcel. I helped distribute the 
food in exchange for the tickets from 
the back of a van. There were quite a 
few people who had just arrived from 
being moved on from other camps in 
France. It was tough to tell them that 
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they couldn’t have any food from us 
today, and that they’d have to find 
another way to eat. After a quick cup 
of tea it was time for goodbyes and 
back to the tunnel.” 

Now time for the practical help bit! 

Cash is always helpful. Everyone is 
operating on a shoe-string and any 
monetary donations will be spent 
quickly on much needed aid. 

Food – Some food is best bought by 
the pallet, some food is best bought 
in France and some food is best taken 
over with other aid donations. This 
includes veg stock cubes, tea, bis-
cuits, tinned fish. 

Bag some spices. The food parcels 
often include some small bags of 
spices with stock cubes and garlic. 
These take a long time to prepare – 
could you (and some friends) make 
some up for us? (Full training given!) 

Volunteer – Once all the students 
have gone back to their studies there 
will be a real need for more hands. 
The warehouse is a really energising 
place to work, you are fed and wa-

tered and not worked too hard. There 
are plenty of nearby hotels for short 
stays – so why not offer 2-3 days and 
give the long term volunteers a 
boost? You don’t need to be a hero! 

David Bland is Churchwarden of 
Leominster Priory and has helped  
found a local charity “People In Mo-
tion” that works to get aid and volun-
teers to where they are needed to 
help displaced people. 

The full food list – in order of need. 
Lots of own brand is better than a few 
premium items! If you are going out 
shopping – you can make the most 
difference starting at the top of the 
list!
