A recent translator of the New
Testament provides short notes to go
with the text. Only once does he use
the word
this one verse from Matthew.

If we ran a competition at the garden
féte to find the best
whole New Testament, this one would
be right up there with the favourites:

0 My

yoke is easy,

All through his career Jesus found
himself opposed by some of the
religious leaders of the day, scribes
and Pharisees. These men were so
obsessed with keeping the ancient law

of Moses up -to -date that the new laws

they kept on producing were a heavy
burden for ordinary people. The rules
concerning the holiness of the
Sabbath were a good example.

To be fair to them, the scribes and
Pharisees realised how burdensome
some of the provisions of the law
could be. Indeed, they had a phrase,
"the yoke of the law".

So when Jesus invites us to take his
yoke upon us, he is promising that we
shall not be ordered to carry more
than we can bear, nor asked to put up
with rules that seem to have no
contact with real life.

But it's astonishing how often we hear
something said that suggests quite the

A scribe asked him one day, what is
the most important commandment in
the law? And he said, "Love God and

And when the scribe says "You're
right, that is far more important than
all the rules about burnt offerings,"
Jesus says, "You're not far from the
Kingdom of God. ¢

Sometimes we make the mistake of
thinking that love must involve deep
affection. But in a sense affection
doesn't come into it.

Jesus told us the story of the Good
Samaritan to show us what love for
our neighbour means. The two main
characters are a Jew and a Samaritan,
who have a deep, traditional dislike
for each other. The Samaritan goes
out of his way to
human needs. To love someone is to
minister to their needs.

So we come back to that short verse in
Matthew, and ask ourselves, why does
it appeal to us so strongly?

Partly it's a question of language, of
the best use of words. The verse is so
simple, but it carries so much weight.
It is as close to poetry as prose can
get. The other reason for its appeal is
that it tells us something about Jesus
which we feel to be true. But we

you
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should be wrong to picture Jesus as
someone so meek and mild that he
can't understand our modern world.

This is the man who made himself a
whip of cords to drive the
moneychangers out of the Temple.
This is the man who endured savage
torture and death for the sake of
others. He knows all about the
brutality of life.

But he is gentle to all who try to
answer his call to love. St Paul begins
his short prayer we call "The Grace"
with the words, "The Grace of our
Lord Jesus Christ." He was describing
Godds undeserved
but the words also awaken in us our
gratitude for the beauty of the human
being who shared it with us. Lovely,
we say, lovely.
