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Summary of Whitbourne
Parish Council Meeting
Wednesday 5 September

Five Councillors were present and our
County Councillor, Nigel Shaw attend-
ed too. He started by reassuring us
that Herefordshire Council was not
about to go bust, un-

like Northamptonshire and Somerset,
because deep cuts in its spending had
been made some years ago, though
that did not mean
more cuts to come.

Roads were being resurfaced and,
naturally, drivers who had com-
plained about the holes were now
complaining about the delays. [l
plead guilty to cursing the convoy
system.] He had established that the
Parish Council could legally employ
its own contractors rather than Bal-
four Beattie to carry out the improve-
ments funded by the Section 106
money paid by the developers of
Ardley Meadows. [The Coun-

cil agreed to have an extra meeting
before the end of the month to
choose which of the proposed im-
provements should be carried out.]
